The Security Staff logged in 2,358 vehicles (this 
does not represent the number of occupants in 
each vehicle) of contractors and guest at the 
front gate. Outside guests for activities totaled 11 
This does not include how many times the same 
contractor or guest left and re-entered during the 
day which could be at least three times this number. 
The total amount of gate access by residents and 
contractors and visitors for the month totaled 
18,254. The Security Staff responded to 443 different calls for 
assistance within the community and from the owners.
